Know Deadlines & Important Dates 
It is your responsibility to know the important dates and deadlines. Important Dates & Fee Deadlines 2023/24. There are 
a variety of start and end dates for different course sections. Find your class schedule and exam dates under "Plan & 
Register" in myCamosun. Deadlines vary depending on start and end dates; and the length of the course.

Tuition & fees for registrations occurring after Sep 19 are due immediately
